We look forward to reopening for daily Mass in Piltown from Tuesday the
11th May. From Saturday the 15th May we will recommence weekend
Masses with the 6 p.m. Vigil Mass in Piltown and the Sunday Masses
alternating between Owning and Templeorum, rota details to be confirmed.

Lockdown, and we look forward to their assistance as we re-open our
Churches.

First Communion and Confirmation. Bishop Nulty has asked that in
accordance with Government recommendations, all celebrations of First
Holy Communion and Confirmation would not take place in May or June and
that parishes do not set any dates until further notice.

Funerals. There is an increased risk of transmission of the virus where
families and communities come together following the death of a loved one.
Twenty-five people are allowed to attend funerals, and queuing to pay
respects is discouraged. Funeral services will continue to be broadcast on the
webcam and radio to help reduce the numbers attending.

The Lockdown and Quarantine have impinged on our usual activities, routines and livelihoods, raising levels
of loneliness, depression, harmful alcohol and drug use, domestic violence, self-harm and causing suicidal
behaviour to be on the rise.

Whatever your stress, your anxiety or worry, you are in our prayers at this time.
Yes, this lockdown has had an effect on all of us being locked out of everything familiar to us.

We particularly want to remember and pray for those who have died during this difficult time. They were
denied a proper Funeral Rite which has left their loved ones feeling empty. They have not been able to
grieve the death of their loved ones properly.

We pray that your grief and loss, and whatever has caused you mental anguish, may be unlocked by the
boundless mercy and grace of God. Give him the key of your loss and he will unlock your heavy heart and
fill it with his divine love, mercy and compassion.

Remember no one knows the depth of your pain and worries like God does. | promise
that when the time is right, we will have a worthy Eucharistic Celebration beseeching God to give those who
have died a kinder welcome. We will all bring closure to our grief.

Also, we will pray that God will unlock all those worries, stresses, and Anxieties which have caused you to
feel isolated, alone and helpless.

In Piltown Church we have placed a Remembrance Tree. Hang the Lockdown Key on the tree. Write on it
what you want to unlock, e.g. your deceased loved one, the Christian-name of a friend who needs prayer,
your own worries, your intention whatever it may be. Also we recommend that you Light a Candle for your
intentions.

We will announce the date of this Eucharistic Celebration in due time.
During this Mass we will place ourselves and our loved ones, alive or dead, in God’s loving tender care. We
will also pray for healing to help us all move on with our lives praising God.
